Ballyboden St. Endas Players Supplementary Injury Scheme.

The supplementary injury scheme is mandatory for all players. This scheme is designed to supplement a player for medical expenses not covered by the GAA Players Injury Scheme and as such all injury claims in excess of €100 will be submitted under the GAA Players Injury Scheme.  All injury claims under the clubs scheme must be approved by the team mentor.

What it Covers

· Any injury sustained whilst participating in an official match, challenge match or training session.

· Up to a maximum of €20 per physiotherapy visit.

· 75% of the €100 excess not covered under the GAA Player Injury Scheme.

· Up to a maximum of €500 of otherwise unrecoverable medical/dental expenses not covered by the GAA Players Injury Scheme.

What it Does Not Cover

· An injury sustained by a player who has not paid his membership and/or annual premium prior to the date of the injury.

· Travel expenses

· Loss of earnings.

· Re-imbursement of costs due to inability to travel caused by an injury e.g. concerts, holidays etc.
