Bunordaithe(Standing Orders for Meeting)

1. The proposer of a motion or amendment thereto may speak for 5 minutes but no longer.

2. A member speaking to a motion, or an amendment, shall not exceed 3 minutes.

3. The proposer of a motion may speak a second time for 3 minutes before a vote is taken but no other delegate may speak a second time to the same motion.

4. The Chairman shall, at any time he considers a matter has been sufficiently discussed, call on the proposer to reply and when that has been given, a vote must be taken.

5. A member may, with the consent of the Chairman, move “that the motion be now put” after which, when the proposer has spoken, a vote must be taken.

6. No interruption shall be allowed except on a point of order or information.

7. Members must address their remarks to the Presiding chairman and shall put questions or make replies through him.

8. The meeting shall not be entitled to consider any matters not on the agenda, except with the consent of a majority comprising two-thirds of the votes of those present voting and entitled to vote.

9. No motion for invalidation of proceedings at any meeting of the Club on any grounds shall succeed, unless such motion be put at the time and in the place where the grounds arise.

Minutes of 2006 Juvenile AGM

The Juvenile Section Annual General Meeting (“AGM”) was held in the clubhouse, Firhouse Road, on the 7th November, 2006, under the chairmanship of Liam Carter (the “Juvenile Chairman”). Juvenile Chairman commenced the meeting by welcoming the excellent numbers in attendance. 

The first matter introduced by the Juvenile Chairman was to ask all present to rise and observe a minute’s silence to honour all deceased members. Next, the meeting adopted the standing orders (proposed by John Archbold, seconded by Noel Basquel). And, bringing this section of proceedings to conclusion, the meeting adopted the minutes of the Y.2005 Juvenile AGM (proposed by Helen McGuinness, seconded by Paul Waters).

Quickly the Juvenile Chairman raised the Secretary’s report with those assembled. There was a short discussion regarding the Secretary’s report. Following this, the Juvenile Chairman commenced his address to the meeting.

Juvenile Chairman’s Address 

“The chairman’s address commenced with his expression of the club’s gratitude to all current and former Juvenile Section mentors and officers and committee members for the great standards set by the Section.  

He stated that we are now entering the third year of what is commonly called “the restructured league”. As in Y.2005, the “restructure” which has  been good at times, is bringing problems, particularly at holiday time. This is moreso a problem for clubs such as ours, with many families absent from the area for long spells of the summer months. The County Board are considering solutions to this issue.
Mentor and player disciplinary behaviour in the Juvenile Section has been excellent. It is a shining example to all players and mentors in this club.

Juvenile Chairman thanked the senior players who attended the various presentations nights. Judging from reports back from various teams, the individual medal presentation nights in the year were successful. 

Juvenile Chairman thanked our Board delegates (Ciaran Maguire, Pat Drohan, John Lennon) for their valuable service. Their efforts on our behalf in Parnell Park makes a huge difference to the welfare of this section .
The question of finance was addressed by Juvenile Chairman. Those assembled know that the cost of running the club is considerable, and encouraged everybody to become a member of the Club Lotto, and to sell Lotto tickets, and to participate in other fund-raising events such as the Punchestown Raceday.  Continuing on the finance theme, Juvenile Chairman asked that all members support the various team sponsors.

The feedback from mentors and players is that service and selection in the Club Shop is continually getting better.

Under the direction of Pat Walsh (pitches co-ordinator) and Noel Sheridan, pitch allocation problems have been reduced.  There are some “growing pains” associated with the All-Weather hockey pitch in Sancta Maria, but as mentors and managers from all sections get more experienced in that facility, these will abate.
Juvenile Chairman thanked Club chairman Paddy Walsh and his executive, and Ned Slattery and bar staff, and Paddy Brady, for all the assistance they provided in the year.

Refereeing:- we have made a slight improvement in the number of referees we provide (“Go games” included) It is pleasing to see that U-14, U-15 & U-16 players are refereeing U-9, U-10, U-11 and U-12 matches. The challenge is to have those young referees continue after the age of 15/16.
Nursery/Schools:- Our club coaches continue their good work in the Nursery and in those important areas of the local schools.

At Cherryfield, Pairc Ul Murchu and Hermitage, The club nursery numbers continue to grow, with ever greater numbers attending. All locations are full to capacity. The challenge is to supply enough experienced coaches.
Juvenile Chairman expressed gratitude to all the schools for players and pitches. We are thankful for the help and support we get from the teachers and other staff in our local schools.

Juvenile Chairman thanked his fellow committee member for their work.

Chairman thanked the senior hurling and football sections for their work and assistance, e.g. during Medal Presentations, and tournaments.

Juvenile Chairman then paid tribute to the extensive playing achievements of the section. These achievements were widespread across team categories and age-groups. Juvenile Chairman paid tribute to all players and coaches, and re-iterated that the Club appreciates the effort of all, whether it be coaching, managing or other matters (nets, first aid, pitches etc). In particular, the achievement of bringing the first ever U-15 football championship to the club brought great satisfaction, That U-15 championship completes the full set of juvenile titles, and in fact, leaves only one holy grail for the club to collect (senior hurling).
The Chairman was pleased to record that the excellent performance across many age groups in both codes included very good performances by B & C teams as well as A teams. This reflects a very strong coaching standard.

Liam Carter stated that he has served “more than enough” time as juvenile chairman, and that he is standing aside as chairman. He concluded by re-iterating his best wishes for success to all juvenile teams. In particular, he wished the U-15 football team well in the task of bringing the first ever U-15 football championship to the club in the forthcoming “A” final.

Nets/etc:- Several people present noted that the lock-up system for nets had been working well but is being disrupted by some persons failing to lock up the lockers upon returning the nets, leading to some nets disappearing from the juvenile section quota.  
Discipline:- as in previous years, many mentors, particularly at B and C grades, mentioned that there had been referees at only a few of their matches. This is downgrading their matches.

Juvenile Chairman thanked club chairman. 

The election of team mentors then proceeded, with Liam Carter proposing the re-election of all existing mentors and John Archbold seconding the proposal. The meeting duly re-elected all mentors.

Other matters

Several mentors:- the winter training in Sancta Maria is very beneficial, but there has been a problem with lights cutting-out sometimes, and with the adequacy of practice goal and netting available. Juvenile Secretary stated that the response from Executive is that Juvenile Section gets priority on use of this All-Weather facility, and that the light situation needs input from the ESB to rectify it. 
Juvenile Chairman:- designated time slots for training on All-Weather in Sancta Maria will remain in place until end of the winter.

Juvenile Chairman reminded all that the shop procedures as introduced at the start of Y.2004 regarding equipment ordering still pertain. It is working well, and also helps the shop management to control stocks. Team expenses (referees etc.) should be claimed at end of year

General comment:- as in previous years the impact of soccer clubs, and possibly more damaging, rugby schools was raised. These schools are putting excessive demands on players, effectively making them unavailable to BBSE. There appears to be no solution to this, as other clubs report similar problems.
Juvenile Chairman stated that a letters of thanks will be sent to league co-ordinators.

NURSERY FOOTBALL (Pairc Ui Mhurchu & Hermitage) Boys Born 2001/2000/ 1999 / 

Paul McLoughlin, Brian O’Regan (and many others)

Boy’s Gaelic football at Pairc Ui Mhurchu is progressing well. The beginners group born in 2001 has approx 80 children registered and 16 Coaches. We have had a great response from the parents of this new group, who have come together to organize and take on the running of the U7 boys football. Their help is very much appreciated. The 2000 group have 60 children registered with 12 coaches who are very experienced and continue to give excellent support every week. The 1999 group have approx 55 attending and are based on the Cherryfield pitch. They are preparing for the start of matches next year, and currently have 7 dedicated coaches, who are shaping together a very promising panel of players. 

The hermitage nursery has consistently 50-60 boys playing football every Saturday with on average 6 coaches who keep the nursery running. The hermitage nursery is run very well by a number of main coaches every year, many of whom can often be ignored and are not properly recognised for the contribution they make to the club and the development of our young players. There work is very much appreciated.

The football nursery is also being assisted greatly by a number of current juvenile and minor players.

The format of the coaching involves 5-6 stations set up, which the boys who are in groups of 10-12, with 2 coaches per group, rotate around every 10 mins. The stations incorporate Fundamentals stations, Skill Stations, Fun Game stations, Skill Games stations and Match stations. 

Thanks to the juvenile committee and to John Ryan and Ciaran Maguire for their support and encouragement in 2007. They are regulars at the nursery every weekend and are of huge assistance whenever required. 

The mentors night was a great success, enjoyed by all and is an invaluable date in the club calendar. Thanks to all involved in its organization.

 NURSERY HURLING (Pairc Ui Mhurchu & Hermitage) BOY’S  2001 / 2000/ 1999

The nursery hurling in Pairc Ui Mhurchu is again developing very well and the huge amount of boys hurling every week is great to see. There are over 80 boys born 2000/ 01 with approx 10 -12 experienced and motivated coaches teaching the children the skills of the game. For many parents hurling coaching can be a big challenge but we are very happy with the response by those involved and are very grateful of all their work. There are approx 40 boys who were born in 1999 attending every Saturday, this group will form the under 9 teams for the coming year, they are progressing very well and their hurling skills are really coming together now. They are being coached very well by a number of our minor hurlers some of whom have been coaching this particular group of players for nearly 3 years. Their dedication to nursery coaching, while having so many other commitments, is very admirable and is not taken for granted.

As is the case with the Pairc Ui Mhurchu Hurling Nursery, the Hermitage’s Hurling Nursery is going very well with approx 30-40 children in attendance every week with approx 6-8 coaches who run the nursery. Again the format of the Nursery is the same. It is clear from the number of talented hurlers coming out of the Hermitage nursery each year into Go-Games, that there is great work being done down there and it is an ideal place for the children to develop their hurling skills.

Again thanks to the juvenile committee and to John Ryan and Ciaran Maguire for their support and encouragement in 2007. 

Notes

· The running of a Registration Night for the parents of all nursery players this year was a great success and an opportunity to meet parents, introduce them to the club and deal with any queries.

· It has become an unwritten policy that all Nursery Coaches must complete the Foundation Level Course before they leave the nursery and out of our 80-90 current nursery coaches, approx 80% of them have completed the course.

· Equipment for the nursery is fine at the moment, and we have been helped out with sponsorship from a couple of the coaches.

· As in previous years, space is an issue every Saturday morning, but the main problem is the lack of use of a hall or the all- weather facilities. If these facilities were available we would not have to cancel the nursery when the pitches are closed.

Overall the Nursery is doing very well with over 400 children registered to play in all codes and approx 80-90 coaches helping out in all codes. The players are receiving quality coaching and the feedback is that Clubs Nurseries are very enjoyable and well run.

The season has seen a general improvement in the football ability of the players during the year and this would be reflected in the results of most of the matches. Ballyboden Under10s have maintained a mixed ability approach in selecting the teams and this has, to some degree, been reflected in the camaraderie amongst the players.  

 

From an initial 84 players in January there are currently approximately 70 playing regularly. Whilst there has been a drift to other Saturday morning activities we have generally had sufficient players to fulfil our fixtures unlike our opponents particularly in the weaker sections. We field three teams in two team groups which requires a minimum of 54 players. Players are generally drawn from St. Mary's, St. Colmcilles and Ballyroan. There are only 2 players from Scoil Treasa, a school which fed the club in the past. 

 

The highlight of the year was an invitation to the Golly Murray Tournament organised by Clann Eireann in Lurgan, Co. Armagh. Thirty players were selected for this "Go Games" based competition and we travelled with a certain amount of fear and trepidation. However after a long day and an unbeaten performance by one of the squads (Don Carolan) Ballyboden emerged victorious taking the Golly Murray cup out of Armagh for the first time. Well done to all involved. Competitions such as this demonstrate the high standard of under-age  players in smaller clubs than Ballyboden. We have to work hard to develop our underage talent. 

 

The Go Games in general would be regarded as a success in terms of developing skills but the absence of regular games and of beneficial competition must be considered by the Juvenile Board. Many of the games we play are mismatches which are of no benefit to either team or club. Too often we have shown with 20-plus players and the opposition would only have 10 or 11 players. Additionally with the groups consisting of only 6 or 7, teams teams are meeting each other on a frequent basis. The current format is not fulfilling the needs of the players which is for regular, competitive and organised football. 

 

Under 10 Hurling Team

The past year has seen a huge improvement in the skill level and participation of the Under-10 Hurling Team. Many of the boys have gone from having difficulty striking the ball on the ground to being able to lift on the run and strike from the hand – well done to the boys for their hard work and persistence. We hope that our newcomers will show the same commitment and catch up with the established players.
In our Under–10 Go-Games league we did very well this year. In all of our games we were able to field three teams both home and away, losing only twice all year. We competed in the St. John’s Hurling Blitz in Belfast in October and thoroughly enjoyed the trip up north as well as acquitting admirably for ourselves amid tough competition. We also hosted our own Blitz with teams from Thurles, Naas and St. Vincent’s in September. We won the shield on the day beating Vincent’s in the final (we were showing the senior team the way that day!). We also won our most recent tournament over in Cuala GAA club.

Many thanks to all of the parents who come along to support the boys and who give a dig out with lifts, pitch preparation and traffic control. Thanks also to those parents who prepared food and helped out on Blitz day in the club.

With a total of 42 boys turning up for training we hope to be able to field three 11-a-side Under 11 teams next year.

Under 11 Hurling Report

The under 11’s continued to make good progress this year. In many ways it was the year of the semi-final with teams managing to secure semi-final places in competitions entered but then falling at that stage. Crumlin accounted for the single team in the semi-final of the cup competition; while Faughs narrowly got the better of the double team in that section of the same competition. The proud tradition of under 11 successes in the Camaint competition was continued but again the team endured the narrowest of defeats – falling by a goal in the semi-final of the Division 1 section in Parnell Park.

Highlights of the year included a trip to Na Piarsaigh in Cork where the level of hospitality was incredible. Seán Og spoke most encouragingly about the development of Dublin hurling, admittedly after the home team had put on some wonderful displays of hurling to win out the competition. The Club Feile Iomána in September was another great occasion when teams from Wexford, Kildare and Kilkenny were hosted. Despite beating Graigue Ballycallan– and thus notching up our first win against country opposition the boys missed out on the final on score difference. A second blitz was hosted in Elkwood in October when great advantage was taken of the fine Autumn weather.

League form was more patchy than other performances – the large size of the squad was certainly a factor here. Constant rotation of players did not help consistency. Equally a policy of fielding all players who attended training for equal amounts of playing time yielded dividends in terms of development, but was costly in terms of results. A number of players have not returned to hurling since the return to school in September so this difficulty should be eased in the new hurling year. It is anticipated that we will field two teams at under 12 rather than the current three. At this age group Faughs, Kilmacud Crokes and Naas are particularly strong.

Mentoring such a big number of children with limited resources was difficult. Huge credit goes to team mentors for their coaching input and for keeping such a positive attitude amongst the boys. This group also have a very good working relationship with the football group at this age and Gerry Mahon has been a great help in co-ordinating schedules and mentoring on match days.

In terms of technical issues a few arise. While there has been a marked development in the children’s stick and ball work two areas of possible concern are emerging. When playing strong opposition in 15 a side games then it is clear that the hurlers who have played mainly, or only Go Games, lack a certain positional awareness and have difficulty with the shape of the game. The second concern is a marked drop from training performance in match situations. The intensity of a physical encounter can seem to drain a good performance from many of our players.

Use of the all weather remains a huge resource, although accessing later time slots as the children get older is difficult. Equally with bigger groups of hurlers space is quite limited and sliotar loss is still an issue. Collection of memberships was much smoother this year than previously – as the children get older the task did seem easier. The insurance being compulsory also eased administration.

Finally, support from the parents of this group is very positive. Parent attendance at matches is close to 100%, and the feedback is generally very positive. This support is greatly appreciated.
